Rules for Troop Elections








Senior Patrol Leader is chosen by the entire troop in an election.  The scout with the most votes becomes the Senior Patrol Leader.





Qualifications for Senior Patrol Leader





14 years or older.





Completing 8th grade (spring election), entering 9th grade (fall election) or above.





Has achieved the rank of Star or above.





To get leadership credit, the Senior Patrol Leader must able to attend 75% of the Troop meetings and PLC meetings during his 6-month term.  SPL must notify ASPL when he will be unable to attend a meeting.  





The Assistant Senior Patrol Leader is appointed by the incoming Senior Patrol Leader, but must meet the same qualifications as the Senior Patrol Leader.





Qualifications for Assistant Senior Patrol Leader





14 years or older.





Completing 8th grade (spring election), entering 9th grade (fall election) or above.





Has achieved the rank of Star or above.





To get leadership credit, the Assistant Senior Patrol Leader must be able to attend 75% of the Troop meetings and PLC meetings during his 6-month term.





Nominations for Senior Patrol Leader are limited to three.  Each candidate should be 


nominated and seconded during a troop meeting.








Rules for Patrol Elections





The members of each patrol choose their Patrol Leader in an election. The scout with the most votes will become Patrol Leader.





The Assistant Patrol Leader is appointed by the incoming Patrol Leader. 








FOR ANY SCOUT TO GET LEADERSHIP CREDIT FOR THEIR POSITION, THEY MUST ATTEND 75% OF THE TROOP AND PLC MEETINGS.
